	listed below to operate on local roadways which have been posted with “HEAVY LOADS LIMITED” signs, under the provisions of Town of Fort Kent Restricting Vehicle Weight on Posted Ways Ordinance Section 6.

	

	Any vehicle transporting home heating fuel (oil, gas, coal, stove size wood) to a private consumer, gasoline, groceries, bulk milk, bulk feed, solid waste, rubbish, or medical gases may operate with a reduced load.  Any 2 axle vehicles registered between 23,000 pound and 34,000 pounds are not required to possess a Limited Load Permit, but must carry a reduced load no greater than 34,000 pounds. Vehicles registered in excess of 34,000 pounds carrying any of the identified commodities above, must be carrying a partial load with a weight equal to or less than that indicated on a Limited Load Permit issued by the Town of Fort Kent.  This Limited Load Permit shall accompany the vehicle at all times as shall weigh slips, delivery slips, or bills of lading for the load being carried.  The allowable weight indicated on the Limited Load Permit will be determined by the Public Works Department. Applicants for Limited Load Permits must present a certified weigh slip for the empty weight of the unloaded vehicle as a prerequisite to obtaining a Limited Load Permit.
