Following the submission of a sketch plan, the Code Enforcement Officer will need the following items 1-46 unless otherwise indicated with “N/A” (not applicable or are not required), to be completed.  The review of your application consists of three steps as outlined below:

A. Submission of a Pre-application.  The pre-application sketch plan shall show, in simple sketch form, the proposed layout of streets, lots, buildings, and other features in relation to existing conditions.  The sketch plan may be a free-hand pencilled sketch of the parcel.  The applicant maybe required to arrange a joint inspection of the site with the Planning Board and/or Code Enforcement Officer, for the inspection.  The on-site inspection may be conducted at or shortly after the submission of the sketch plan the application may not be considered complete until such inspection has been made.

B. Submission of a Preliminary Plat Plan.  Upon submission of a sketch plan, and following an on-site inspection, the Code Enforcement Officer will check specific items on this application which are required for preliminary plat submission.  In some instances, the Planning Board may waive the requirement for a preliminary plat plan submittal.   

C. Submission of a Final Plat Plan.  After any deficiencies in the preliminary plat plan have been corrected, a final plat plan must be submitted to the Planning Board.
